Schooner Sailing Tour in Matanzas Bay 
On this sailing experience, we see the Ancient City from the same viewpoint as the colonial ships from long ago. Pirates such 

as Sir Francis Drake would have sailed into the inlet to attack the city. We take the Schooner, St. Augustine’s premier tall 

ship, for a private 2 hour sailing trip around the bay. It is an authentic replica of a 19
th

 century blockade runner and you can 

help raise the sails. Relax and enjoy the view and the wildlife; we often see dolphins feeding in the bay. Soda, water, beer, 

wine, and snacks are included on this sailing trip in the calm waters of the bay. This is a private charter for the Order of the 

Eastern Star only. 
 

Sail Cost: $50/person. Minimum of 30 people, maximum of 45. 

Sail Time: 1:45pm to 3:45pm, (arrive at the boat by 1:30pm). Meet at the ship in the St. Augustine City Marina.

Lightner Museum and Gilded Age Tour with Author Karen Harvey 
This program features a walk through the Gilded Age with award winning author and historian Karen Harvey. Karen has 

been a resident of St. Augustine for 30 years and has written seven books on the subject including “Legends and Tales of St. 

Augustine” and “Daring Daughters – St. Augustine’s Feisty Females.” Karen has been featured on TV programs with The 

History Channel and Discovery Channel making her one of our more famous citizens. This private tour starts at the courtyard 

in front of the Casa Monica Hotel next to the Pedro Menendez conquistador statue. First we walk across the street to Flagler 

College, the original Ponce de Leon Hotel which opened as resort for the rich and famous in 1888. We see the fountains and 

opulent lobby of the hotel. Next we enter the Lightner Museum courtyard to see the famous walking bridge. This museum 

was once the Alcazar Hotel, the entertainment center for the Flagler guests complete with the world’s largest indoor 

swimming pool of the day. The relics of America's Gilded Age are elegantly exhibited on the museum's three floors. Karen 

gives you an overview tour of the museum to put into perspective the architecture, cut glass, furnishings, mechanical musical 

instruments, artwork, and the stained glass work of Louis Comfort Tiffany. You are free to explore the rest of the museum on 

your own.

 Lightner Museum (old Alcazar Hotel) 
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Self Guided Tour on Aviles Street and the Spanish Plaza 
The Spanish originally designed the town with a Plaza in the center and the important buildings surrounding it. South of the 

Plaza is Aviles Street, the oldest and most picturesque in the Ancient City. Originally known as Hospital Street, this part of 

town offers the hidden gems removed from the regular tourist route. Take your tour map and explore the narrow brick 

passageways with overhanging balconies on your own away from the crowds. Read the tour descriptions of the houses, 

buildings, churches, and monuments at the pace that fits best. Highlights include the Kirby-Smith house, O’Reilly house, 

Cathedral-Basilica, Government House, and Constitutional Monument. Remember to bring your camera; some of the best St. 

Augustine photos will be along this path less travelled.

Offshore game fish 

include snapper, grouper, cobia, sea bass, trigger fish, and amberjack in the Atlantic waters. Charter guests will board a 

private boat, and push away from the dock for a morning of sun, fun and fish! The ride out to sea will provide a horizon 

picture of the coastline to serve as the backdrop for your time to relax and enjoy the ocean breeze. Facilities are on-board.

Inshore Fishing Charter 

The area provides a year-round collection of game fish for both beginners and experienced anglers. Venture into the bays, 

brackish lagoons, and tidal rivers which make up the intracoastal waterway. Inshore game fish include sea bass, black drum, 

trout, redfish, flounder, bluefish, Spanish mackerel and others that will keep fishermen in a friendly competition to see who 

can catch the big one! Facilities are not on-board.
